The following is an update on how four of the featured riders fared in the 2011 meeting:
JOHN McGUINESS – Two wins (Superbike TT and Senior TT) taking his total TT wins to seventeen and making him the second most successful rider in the event’s history, nine wins behind Joey Dunlop.

MICHAEL DUNLOP – One win – Superstock TT taking his total TT wins to two.  Every year Dunlop goes around the course mrking braking and turn-in points.

CONNOR CUMMINS – Connor won his 12 month race to be fit to ride in the 2011 TT with a back broken in 5 places held together by rods, lapping at 126.6 mph and coming 6th in the second 600cc race.
